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The development of a language learning model at self access room
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were

1) To develop a model of language learning activities,

2) To improve students’ English competence at Phetchabun Rajabhat University

3) To study the level of satisfaction of students toward the Self Access Room services.

The samples of this study were 107 students who study the Fundamentals
of English Usage course in academic year 2010. The instruments of the study were language learning
model on the topic of “Tenses” and a questionnaire on students’ satisfaction. The statistics used in
data analysis included percentage, mean (X ), standard deviation (S.D), and quality data analysis.
The major findings were as follows:

1. The students were mostly interested in Past Simple Tense (41.12%), Present Continuous
Tense (35.51%), and Present Simple Tense (34.58%), respectively. After comparing between the pre-
test and post-test scores it was found that the students’ achievement for post-test was higher than
pre-test.

2. Most of the students’ level of satisfaction toward the Self Access Room services was found

to be at the high level.
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
