Abstract

The aims of the current study were 1) to explore move sequence in the abstracts published
in the science journals and 2) to investigate the language used in moves: tenses, voices, and types of
sentence structure. The samples used in the study consisted of 50 abstracts published in the science
journals on Thai-Journal Citation Index Centre during 2017-2018. The data analysis was based on the
analytical theory of Santos (1996); meanwhile, the data were analyzed through frequency and
percentage. The findings showed 1) the move sequencing found in the science journals abstracts
featured six patterns and all patterns were ended with discussions (M5) and 2) the most frequently
used language consisted of the past tense (53%), the active voice (66%), and simple sentence (59%).
