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Abstract

This article is part of a documentary research project called “Postmodern Politics:
Scopes and Methodologies”. This documentary research employs genealogical techniques to
analyze the establishment of scopes of discourse in schools of political sciences and to
examine at the same time the subjugation of other discourses. The results show that
modern schools of political science including traditionalism, behavioralism, and post-
behavioralism attempt to establish universal truths out of a need to explain political
concepts proposed by Americans’ political scientists in those periods. Postmodemn politics,
however, views politics as a process through which groups are given opportunities to
represent their rights and liberty.
